General Ireland Packing Tips:

Also tuck a foldable small day pack inside luggage.


It’s a good idea to have a portable power bank to recharge phones when needed.


Packing cubes are the best way to organize belongings, by category or day for clothing.


Pick one Neutral Color: black, navy or taupe, and complement with a secondary color & accessories.


Make sure you have a waterproof rain jacket & shoes.


Plan to wear layers: it can be cold in the AM & warm later in the day.


A light scarf & knit hat won’t go unused, even in summer; lightweight fleece gloves might come in handy. Quick-dry undies, t-shirts and socks can be hand laundered and worn again.


In the age of Covid, a mask for the airport and plane would be prudent.


Buy something memorable like knitwear, a tin whistle or artwork. Look for ‘Made in Ireland’ or buy from local artisans, since much knitwear is now foreign-made.
